Garfield and
Pitkin Counties

Break Real
Estate Sales
Records
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hile the rest of the country experienced a slump

for the majority of 2006, it was an incredible
year for Garfield and Pitkin Counties, the two counties
in which the majority of the Roaring Fork Valley lies.
According to Land Title Guarantee Company, Garfield
County, posted $1.4 billion in real estate sales in 2006,
a 21 percent increase compared to $855 million for
2005. The 2,852 units sold is a 9 percent increase from
2,612 in 2005.

Farther up valley, Pitkin County Real Estate sales for
2006 broke the record set in 2005 by a half billion!
The year ended with $2.64 billion in dollar volume, an
increase of almost 18% over the $2.24 billion in volume
for 2005. The market has been incredibly strong the
last few years. Amazingly, when compared to 2003,
dollar volume for 2006 was up 132%! Total units sold
in 2006 were 1,879 compared to 2005 totals of 1,794,
representing a 5% increase.

The National Association of Realtors forecasts a grad-
ual rise in existing home sales nationally through 2007
and into 2008. New home sales, which have been dismal
nationally, are predicted to turn around by summer.

Locally, the same factors continue to drive our market:
low inventory levels, inability to expand geographi-
cally, strong growth guidelines, and one of the best
places to live and vacation in the world. Given all of
these factors, the Roaring Fork Valley could be looking
at another banner year in 2007!

Now that the golfing season has
arrived, we ask that all mem-
bers and their guests be aware of
the following guidelines below:

Please refrain from walking, jog-
ging, and riding bikes on the golf
course. This is dangerous as golf-
ers and the maintenance crew may
not be aware of you. You could be
injured or cause a distraction.

If you are fishing the ninth or
16th hole ponds please remem-
ber: BARBLESS hooks only.
Also refrain from fishing on the
golf course side. We have had
numerous “close calls” with golf-
ers nearly hitting people fishing
on the golf course side. Please
fish on the opposite side or on
the back side of the ponds. Now
that the native grasses have been
established, they will be trimmed
to allow for easier access.

News You Can Use

What is the
Executive
Board?

he Executive Board is the gov-

erning body of the Ironbridge
Property Owners’ Association. The
Board is elected to perform the obli-
gations of the Association relative to
the operation, maintenance, and
management of the property and all
improvements on the property.

The TPOA Executive Board in-
cludes Marguerite Brogan; Tom
Schmidt, President; Matt Verheul,
Vice President; Judith Whitmore,
Vice President; Eric Foerster,
Secretary; and Dirk Gosda,
Treasurer. According the IPOA By-
Laws, below is a description of the
role of each officer.

The President presides at all meet-
ings of the Association members
and the Executive Board; sees
that orders and resolutions of the
Executive Board are carried out;
signs all leases, mortgages, deeds,
and other written instruments;
co-signs all promissory notes; and
exercises and discharges such other
duties as may be required of the
President of the Executive Board.

The Vice President acts in the place
and stead of the President in the
event of his or her absence, inabil-
ity, or refusal to act; and exercises

and discharges such other duties
as may be required of the Vice
President by the Executive Board.

The Secretary records the votes and
keeps the minutes of all meetings
and proceedings of the Executive
Board; keeps the corporate stamp
or seal of the Association and plac-
es it on all papers requiring said
stamp or seal; serves notice of meet-
ings of the Executive Board and of
the members; keeps appropriate
current records showing the mem-
bers of the Association together
with their addresses; and performs
such other duties as required by the
Executive Board.

The Treasurer receives
and deposits all monies
of the Association and
disburses such funds as
directed by resolution
of the Executive Board;
co-signs all promissory
notes of the Association;
co-signs all checks of the
Association together with
a second designated mem-
ber or members of the
Executive Board, unless
the Executive Board spe-
cifically directs other-
wise; keeps proper books
of account; at the direc-
tion of the Executive Board, causes
an annual audit of the Association
books to be made by a public
accountant; and prepares an annual
budget and statement of income and
expenditures to be presented to the
membership at its regular annual
meeting, and delivers a copy of each
to the members.

The Executive Board may elect
other officers as the Association
may require, each of whom will
hold office for such period, have
such authority, and perform such
duties as the Executive Board may
from time to time determine.
